The UN Secretary-General encourages companies 
to coordinate their response efforts with the United 
Nations and the affected Government in order to 
ensure coherence with priorities set by national 
authorities and to minimize gaps and duplications 
with the other responders. All responders are 
encouraged to source supplies locally whenever 
possible to help stimulate the economy and speed 
up recovery.
