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On 9 May, an epidemiological alert was issued by the Ministry of
Health due to an unusually high number of Guillain Barré
syndrome cases, which is associated with the Zika virus. As of
mid-May, there were 32 confirmed and ten suspected cases of
Guillain-Barré syndrome (GBS) in Trujillo (Libertad region) since
January 2018.

Three further cases have been reported in the Ancash region,
two cases in Piura, and one fatal case in Cajamarca.

Alberto, the first named storm of the 2018 Atlantic
hurricane season, developed on 25 May, some 96km south
of Cozumel, Mexico. According to reports from the Civil
Defense of Cuba, the storm left 7 people dead and more
than 50,000 people were evacuated, causing damages to
infrastructure and the agricultural sector.
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Since 20 May, the departments of Chiquimula, El Progreso,
Guatemala, Petén, Quetzaltenango, Sacatepéquez, Solola,
San Marcos and Suchitepéquez have been affected by
rains. So far, more than 5,794 people have been affected.
Some 68 shelters, 95 houses with light damage, 16 with
moderate damage, 27 with severe damage were reported.
Also 7 roads and a bridge with moderate damage were
reported.

People continue to leave Venezuela over insecurity, violence, lack of
food, medicine or access to essential services. The UN Central
Emergency Response Fund (CERF) approved a US$1.6 million
contribution to IOM and US$4.6 million to UNHCR to support the
provision of life-saving information to Venezuelans on rights,
migration requirements, migratory alternatives and access to
refugee status determination procedures.
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
